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5) Provide SIGINT support for national and departmental requirements and for 
support to military operations; 

6) Act as the National Manager for National Security Systems as established in law 
and policy, and be responsible to the Secretary of Defense and the DNI; 

7) Prescribe security regulations covering the operating practices, including the 
transmission, handling, and distribution of SIGINT and communications security 
material within and among elements under DIRNSA's control, and exercise 
necessary supervisory control to ensure compliance with the regulations; and 

8) Conduct foreign cryptologic liaison relationships consistent with the foreign 
liaison responsibilities of the DNI, Secretary of Defense, and CIA Director. 
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• (U) Although the SIGINT activities that NSA conducts pursuant to EO 12333 are not 

within the jurisdiction of the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Court, NSA's SIGINT
