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A: We do not do that here. We want to keep distance between the interrogator 
and the PUC. During interrogation, hoods are not used. Goggles are used in 
isolation. But I haven't seen it done. 

Q: How long can you interrogate someone. 
A: We don't use prolonged standing, we don't use dogs. In September 2003, 
Fort Huachuca sent instructors over here and gave strategic debriefing course. 
Fort Huachuca teaches EPW interrogators. Interrogations are professional and 
monitored. We have a problem that we are so restricted that we cannot use 
techniques to get intelligence from PUCs and that we are ineffective. This is a 
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
